The Presentation School Foundation entered into negotiations with the Archdiocese in
the Fall of 2005 to acquire the building to create a community center focused on
providing educational services. In October 2006, the Archdiocese agreed to sell the
building to the community group for $1 million, which was half of the Presentation
School Foundation's formal offer.
